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Voice from the Lecture Theatre 
The Institution of Environmental Sciences (IES) seeks to support its student members as they progress in their career in environmental sciences. As part of our goal to provide new opportunities for students, the IES is adding a new section to the journal, the Environmental Scientist, called the “Voice from the Lecture Theatre”.  
This section will be filled with a contribution by one of our student members, usually an opinion piece relating to the theme of the current issue of the journal. The IES will propose a number of titles, with the winning article to be published being selected by the IES editorial team. Alternatively, if a student has conducted a particularly relevant piece of research, articles relating to their research may be submitted. Submissions for the article should be no more than 700 words, and should be sent electronically to enquiries@ies-uk.org.uk. The need to heavily reference your work is not essential, but external references should be included for facts, statistics and theories which are not your own. References should be made in the Harvard style. 
The next issue: “Environmental justice: Inequality and Gender”
Environmental justice is based on the premise that all humans have the right to a healthy environment and should not bear a disproportionate burden of environmental policies. This issue of the journal will highlight a number of environmental justice conflicts, with a particular emphasis on gender inequality in the resolution of and the impact of environmental problems. 

Suggested topics: 
Below are three suggested topics, along with a few questions to consider when writing your article. 
1. A gender divide in the lecture theatre?
A recent article by the Guardian detailed how women are more likely to study traditional subjects in universities. Does it matter if environmental studies is dominated by one gender and if so, why? How does gender difference impact people’s approach to studying environmental science? 
2. Inequality “sans frontières”
If you have come from abroad to study environmental sciences in the United Kingdom, what are the environmental justice issues in your home country? How transferable is environmental science - is what you’re studying in the UK of any use in your home country? 
3. Guilty from birth?
Is there too much provision for righting gender imbalances to the detriment of men? Are you born onto the wrong side of the justice debate?
